UW-L’s Environmental Council started the Green Bike program in 2004 when council members
and volunteers fixed more than 100 donated bikes, painted them green and placed them
throughout campus and the city to function as free community bikes. Today, the program is
housed in Outdoor Connection and operates as a low cost, long-term rental program.
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
